Changes to the 2010 Executive Committee pending approval by the General Assembly:
Evelyn Valarino has left the AILIS Executive Committee end 2009. Pending approval by the General Assembly, we welcome Jean-Philippe Accart (http://www.jpaccart.ch/me-conna-tre/index.php) director of the Bibliothèque de la Faculté des sciences de l’Université de Genève,  as a new EXCOM member. Jean-Philippe Accart is also on the board of the Association genevoise des bibliothécaires et professionnels diplômés en information documentaire, AGBD, and will exchange information between AILIS and AGBD. We hope to organize some joint activities, such as a common professional visit, and/or a common training or work shop.
Kristine Clara stands down as AILIS President. After 4 years (2005-2009) of presidency and 8 years as an Executive Committee member, she proposes to the General Assembly to pass on the presidency to Tullio Basaglia from CERN.  She thanks all Executive Committee members for the excellent collaboration during those years and is willing to stay active in the Executive Committee as vice-president/web master for AILIS. 
Proposal for changes to the Statutes of AILIS
The Statutes of AILIS forsee under Article 4:

4. The Association shall consist of:

a) the General Assembly, to which belong all Association members ;
b) the Executive Committee, of at least five members, elected for three years by the General Assembly, including the President, one or more Vice-Presidents, one or more Secretaries and the Treasurer;
c) an auditor, elected for three years by the General Assembly.


We propose that the Executive Committee and the Auditor be elected on a yearly basis which corresponds better to reality. The Committee members are frequently changing, they may have to withdraw from the Committee for professional reasons during the year. It would be better to approve the composition of the Committee as well as the Auditor on a yearly basis. 

Upon approval of the General Assembly the text of Article 4  would be changed to:

4. The Association shall consist of:

a) the General Assembly, to which belong all Association members ;
b) the Executive Committee, of at least five members, elected every year by the General Assembly, including the President, one or more Vice-Presidents, one or more Secretaries and the Treasurer;
c) an auditor, elected every year by the General Assembly.
